Puffin and Seabird Cruise on the Bridlington Belle
followed by picnic at Bempton Cliffs
Sunday 24th June
To watch a teeming seabird colony on the television or to look down on one from the top of a cliff is impressive- but to actually sail in among the birds can be breathtaking. 

We invite you to experience a seabird spectacle by joining us on an RSPB cruise off the East Yorkshire coast followed by a picnic on the cliff tops at Bempton Cliffs. 
During the cruise an expert guide will provide you with a commentary and knowledgeable volunteers (including Lawrie Phipps) will be on hand to help you identify the birds including puffins, gannets and razorbills. Heather Phipps (Aire Chair) will participate dependent on flatness of sea!
The cruise sails from Bridlington Harbour, takes around 3 hours and is suitable for both beginners and the more experienced enthusiast. 

We will then move to the top of the cliffs at the Bempton Cliffs RSPB reserve for a picnic and bird watching. Bempton Cliffs is a true spectacle, particularly so during the breeding season when vast numbers of seabirds are present. The reserve contains the largest chalk sea-cliffs in eastern Britain. Lawrie and Heather will be on hand to help identify the birds.
Cruise departs: North Pier, Bridlington, East Yorkshire on Sunday 24th June at 9.30am - please be at the North Pier by 9.15am at the latest (the Captain waits for no-one!).
