Rob Patterson (M21) was 5th, and Louise Markstetd (W20) was first woman.  On the green course Chris Penny (M45) was 3rd, Andrew Kelly (M50) 5th and Lowri Jones (W20) was first woman.  In the junior courses Robert Matthews (M10) gave Airienteers best performance with 7th position on yellow.
