AIRIENTEERS ORIENTEERING CLUB CONSTITUTION

1. Title and Purpose

The club shall be called Airienteers, hereinafter referred to as the Club. The objects of the Club shall be to encourage and promote the sport of orienteering.
2. Management

a)
The Officers of the Club shall consist of a Chairman, Secretary, Treasurer and Fixtures Secretary.

b)
The affairs of the Club shall be conducted by an Executive Committee which shall consist of the Chairman, Secretary, Treasurer and Fixtures Secretary and up to eight other members of 
the Club. The Officers and other Executive Committee members shall be elected annually at 
the Annual General Meeting. At least five members of the Executive Committee are to be active orienteers. If any vacancy should occur amongst the Officers or elected Committee, the 
Executive Committee shall have the power to fill the post until the next AGM. The Chairman shall not serve for more than three years consecutively.

c)
The Executive Committee shall meet and act as required for the efficient conduct of the Club's business at least three times per year. The Secretary shall maintain a record of business of all meetings and the names of those present. A quorum shall consist of not less than four of the elected members of the Committee, and must include at least two elected officers.

d)
The Executive Committee shall have the power to:
i)  from time to time co-opt up to four additional members, who shall have a vote;

ii)  constitute sub-committees as may be deemed necessary.


3. Affiliation

The Club shall be affiliated to British Orienteering. The Club shall recognise British Orienteering as the co-ordinating body for the sport of orienteering in Britain. 
4. Membership

Members of the Club are defined thus:
a) Individuals;

b) Family;

c) Group (as defined by British Orienteering)
d) Social;

who have paid their annual membership fee to the Club. Annual membership runs from 1 January to 31 December.
Individual and Family members of the Club will be either Local or National members of British Orienteering. Social members are normally non-competing members or full members of other clubs.

The Club may grant life Honorary membership of the Club by election at the Annual General Meeting to any person whom it wishes to honour. Honorary members enjoy all the benefits of club members but pay no subscription. 

Note. Sub-divisions and age classes within each type of membership shall be as defined by British Orienteering and Yorkshire & Humberside Orienteering Association.

5. Fees

The appropriate fee payable by each of the classes of membership as defined in Clause 4 shall be decided annually by the Executive Committee. The Executive Committee shall have the power to decide the annual membership fees and, if any increase is deemed necessary, increase the fee by no more than 20 per cent. Any increase in excess of this will require ratification at the AGM or at a duly convened Extraordinary General Meeting. 
The fees shall be due on 1 January each year.

6. Voting

All members of the Club present at a General Meeting shall have the right to vote at the meeting as follows:
a) each Individual shall have one vote;

b) each Family shall have one vote;

c) each Group shall have one vote;

d) each Social member shall have one vote.

7. Finance 

a) The financial year of the Club shall run from 1 September to 31 August. The accounts of the
Club will be balanced on the 31 August each year and submitted to the AGM that follows.

b)
i) All cheques written against the Club's funds shall be signed by the Treasurer.


ii)All cheques in excess of £250 shall require written authorisation from one other Officer and that authorisation shall be kept on file.

c) It is recommended that the accounts for each year should be audited prior to the AGM. The auditor is to be appointed by the Committee.

d) On winding up of the Club any residual funds and assets are to be disposed of in a manner proposed by the Officers of the Club and acceptable to the Yorkshire and Humberside 
Orienteering Association Executive Committee.

8. Rules of Open Competition, By-Laws and Policies
The rules of open competition and by-laws will be in accordance with the regulations as laid down by the British Orienteering. The Club agrees to adopt the up to date British Orienteering Policies, Procedures, Rules and Regulations as published on the British Orienteering website. All individuals involved in orienteering through the Club in any capacity, are deemed to have assented to and abide by and adhere to the British Orienteering Policies, Procedures, Rules and Regulations as published on the British Orienteering website. The Club and its members agree to abide by the final outcome of any disciplinary and appeal proceedings.
9. Annual General Meeting (AGM)

The Club will hold an AGM not later than two months after the Club's financial year end.

10.  Extraordinary General Meeting (EGM).

An EGM may be called by the Executive Committee or on application, in writing, to the Secretary; the application to be supported by at least ten per cent of the total voting membership of the Club.

11. Notices

a) Notice of the AGM shall be published (club website, email, newsletter or by post) not less than 14 days before the meeting.

b) Notice of any EGM shall be published (club website, email, newsletter or by post) not less than 14 days before the meeting.

12. Alterations to the Constitution

a) Any amendments to the Constitution shall be proposed in writing to the Secretary at least 28 days before the AGM.

b) Amendments to the Constitution require a simple majority at the AGM or any EGM that may be called under clause 10.

This Constitution was accepted at the Club AGM on 3 October 2009.

It was revised at an EGM on 16 February 2017
