Saturday Morning - Haworth

Directions:
From A629 (N or S) turn on to A6033 at mini roundabout in Cross Roads GR SE046376.

Follow for c. 500m then fork right onto B6142 to Haworth.



Haworth is reachable by bus (www.wymetro.com) or train (K&WV Railway) from Keighley.

Parking:
Please use the public car parks in Haworth. Please do not park at or around the event centre.

Main Pay & Display (signed from top of Bridgehouse Lane, opposite Central Park): £4 all day (believe you can leave and then return later using the same ticket)

Museum Pay & Display (top end of Village off North Street, beyond Changegate car park): 2hr £1.20; 3hr 1.80; all day £4. 

Changegate Pay & Display (off North Street, opposite Edinburgh Woolen Mill): 2Hr £1.60; 4hr £3. 
CARE this car park is notorious for very strict adherence to timings and you risk clamping if you overrun or park across the designated parking spaces.

Punching Start. If pre-entered you may proceed direct to the start. Start times for the

If you think you are likely to take a long time, more than an hour, please go to the start in

good time to complete your course. This gives you time to recover/rest before the afternoon

and helps us to prepare the afternoon start list.   



Once finished please go to Download ASAP to allow us time to prepare the start list for the 

afternoon races.

Haworth to 
Return to junction of A6033 and A629. Take A629 south towards Halifax. Pass through Thornton:
Denholme and c. 1km south of Denholme bear left onto A644. About 100m before traffic 

lights (jct. A629 & B6145) turn left onto Wellheads (O signed). Thornton Cricket Club is 


c. 2km along road to Thornton. Journey should take c. 20mins at most.

Times:

Starts are from 2.30. Punching Start at allocated start time.



Start times will be allocated. Starts are at minute intervals in reverse order with the slowest

on each course from the morning's run starting at 2.30. The the last starters  on each course 

will be the fastest from the morning's run.



Start Lists will be prepared following completion of Download in Haworth. Start List will be

posted in Haworth (until closure of event centre) and ASAP at Thornton Cricket Club.



Please arrive at the start in Thornton in good time to allow the start officials to place you in 

chronological start order. Anyone who misses their allocated start time will have to start after 

the last starter and it may result in you being declared non-competitive for the afternoon race 

and therefore for the overall result.


The results will be decided on the CUMULATIVE times of both the morning & afternoon runs.



General information

Dogs:

Please do not run with your dog. Dogs not allowed in Haworth Community Centre and whilst

OK on a lead in car park at Thornton please do not bring to the Pavilion or onto the Cricket

Field.

Terrain:
For both venues will be the streets, narrow lanes & ginnels and parkland of both towns, which coupled with some steep inclines should provide both physical & navigational challenges.


Neither of the venues are traffic free. Please ensure you take care when crossing all roads.


Be aware that in both venues there are cobbled streets, which may be slippery when wet, and rough/uneven surfaced alleys, paths and back roads. In all cases the courses pass through
residential areas where you may find washing lines are strung across the back alleys. Be aware and take care!


In all cases please be aware of and show courtesy to residents pedestrians and other road users.
