Courses C and D will use a time-out at a road crossing which may be busy. There will be a control on 
either 
side of the road. Once you have punched follow the marshals’ instructions to cross – do not rush, the crossing is 
untimed. Your race resumes when you punch the control on the other side. Course D will use this 
crossing twice, 
once in each direction.
