Largely runnable woodland with areas of rock features and old quarry workings.
Map:
Pre-marked waterproof maps, scale 1:5000 with 5mt contours, updated by Chris Burden January 2012. Control descriptions are printed on the map with loose copies to be issued at registration.

White & Yellow maps will be available at -3 in order that competitors and ‘anxious parents / shadowers’’ can look at courses before heading off.

Start/Finish:
The start is approximately 600mts from the entrance to the car park. Follow tapes and signs along A658 Harrogate Road and side road and track / footpath. There is a punching start for all competitors. Blank maps will be on display.

The finish is adjacent to the track used to reach the start.


String course is approx. 500mts from car park entrance on the way to the start.

Facilities:
Registration, Si hire, download, enquires and toilet facilities will be within the sports pavilion at Rawdon Meadows.

Safety:
Competitors take part at their own risk and are responsible for their own safety. All competitors are advised to carry whistles. In the case of bad weather, then cagoules may be compulsory.
Planners Comments:

Fields are out of bounds. One small field near to the Start & Finish has been overprinted with the OOB symbol. Respect this.


The area includes some old quarry workings that are surrounded by high, impassable crags. All courses pass close to these crags, the top of which will be marked on the ground with Black & Yellow tape. Take Care.


The String Course is situated in an area of open woodland, near to the Finish of all the courses. The longer courses, Green – Black, pass through this area. Please be aware of the String Course.


The area is used by the public for walking, walking dogs, mountain biking and horse riding. Please be aware of their possible presence and respect their right to be there.


There is a small area of the map that has been marked as OOB as we believe it may be a Badger Set. This will be highlighted on the blank maps in the start lanes. Please avoid this area. Courses that are affected have been planned such that there is no need to enter this small area.
