	Parking and assembly
Facilities & Traders


	In a field off Old Lane, 100m from A658 Yeadon to Pool road at GR SE233434 (Post Code LS16 9LF).

From the north “O” signed, at the junction of the A658 & A660. Follow the A658 south for 800m approx. to the top of the hill where you turn right into Old Lane.

From the south “O” signed at traffic lights on A658 about 1 mile north of Leeds Bradford Airport. Follow the A658 north for a further 400m to the left hand turn into Old Lane.  

The A658 is a busy road so give plenty of indication of your intention to turn.

Please do not approach along Old Lane from the West.  There will be pedestrians on the road.
Sorry, No Coaches.  Minibuses only if advised to Organiser prior to event.

The field used for Car Park, Assembly & Registration forms part of a farm where sheep are kept therefore we regret NO DOGS are allowed, even in the car park.

Parking £1 per car
Parking will be either side of a hard surfaced track.  Exit from the field will be through the same gate on which you entered.  If leaving before 12.00 please show consideration to any vehicle entering the field.
Portable toilets in the assembly field.
A cake stall

Compass Point will be present with their normal array of orienteering clothing and equipment.


	Map 
	1:7500 with 5m contours. Surveyed and drawn by the planner and updated for this event. Symbols are standard; a black cross represents a hide and a black circle a stone barbecue. Short green, green, blue and brown courses also traverse areas mapped at 1:2500 with 5m contours. These map extracts are on the reverse of the 7500 map. There are no unusual symbols on the 2500 maps, but you should note that bare rock, for example the top of a boulder, is shown with grey, and the edges of larger boulders with black crag lines - see right. The 2500 maps contain more rock detail, with more accurate shapes – for example of crags and of larger boulders - than the 7500 map does.

	Terrain

Courses
	Danefield is very runnable at this time of year. The top area near the start contains some brashings and undergrowth. Where significant, this is marked on the map. Extraction lanes in the area near the start and finish are not marked and there are other small unmarked paths throughout the area. Some of the north facing slopes – generally those on the 2500 enlarged maps - are open and contain areas of dead bracken. This is also pretty runnable at the moment. There are some enormous cliffs and lots of boulders of varying sizes on all the north facing slopes. None of the cliffs are taped, but you should not need to descend or ascend them during your run. The area is heavily used by the public – please be courteous and careful. The 2500 map areas are the domain of rock climbers – again, please try not to disturb them.

	Important course and control description information

White, Yellow and Orange courses

Maps and text loose descriptions for white and yellow will be available just before you start. Loose descriptions for orange will be in the start lane, and you will pick up your map after you have started. These three courses all have a slightly different start point from the other courses. After starting, you will be routed off to the right along a tape to your start kite on a track on the edge of the wood. 

Light Green

Your course is entirely on the 7500 map. Loose CDs in the start lane.

Short Green, Green, Blue, Brown

These courses all make a detour onto one or both of the 2500 maps. These detours and maps are shown on the reverse of the main map. For the western 2500 map (Caley Boulders West), the detours are not on the 7500 map apart from the first and last controls as you enter and leave the 2500 map. The parts of your course on this 2500 map may contain butterfly loops (where runners on the same course do parts of the course in a different order) and controls which you have to visit more than once. You must visit the controls in the order shown on the 2500 map. Be careful – some controls are closer than 50m in these areas - but never closer than 30m and the codes are quite distinctive. Blue and brown courses also use the eastern 2500 map Caley Boulders East. For this detour, the course is shown on both the 7500 and 2500 maps – you can use either, but the 2500 has more detail.

Control descriptions for all of the 7500 map controls are on the map and issued loose in the start lanes. CDs for the part of your course which is on the 2500 Caley Boulders West map are only on the 2500 map, apart from the first and last controls which are on both 7500 and 2500 maps, and the loose CD sheet. So there is a gap in the main description list for the section which is on this 2500 map.

Good luck. Let Tony Thornley know what you think of this rather different orienteering experience.
The route is back through the vehicle entrance to the field and turn left.  500m along the quiet country lane, with only occasional traffic. Please walk on the right hand side of the road and supervise children.  The start is a further 100m into the wood.  The String Course is alongside The Finish.
