Travel
 From the A59, and Skipton.Head north through Kettlewell on the B6160, to Buckden where O signs at grid ref SD941772 will take you left, through Hubberholme, onto Yockenthwaite grid ref SD906790. The postcode is BD23 5JH.

From the north, on the B6160, turn right after passing through Cray, on to a narrow road for Hubberholme.
From the north west, head towards Hawes, taking the Gayle road south west on to Yockenthwaite. 
NO WATER will be provided at the event, please bring your own.
Parking and Assembly
Parking will be near the cattle grid at Raisgill Farm and when this is full, roadside near the river, further west. Please follow directions by the marshals. Vehicles may be parked up to 400m to the east and west of the bridge.

Toilets, Registration and Enquiries will be located near the bridge over the Wharfe.

Please take care when walking from your car to assembly, the starts and finish, along the road, beware of traffic. Parents watch your children.

Dogs
Dogs are welcome but must be kept on a lead at all times. Dogs must not be taken across the bridge to Yockenthwaite Farm or onto the competition area. The landowner has requested that dogs be kept near the river.
String Course

There will be a String Course located near to Assembly.

Map

A new map surveyed and drawn by Chris Burden in 2013, using standard IOF symbols. Unusual tree = green circle

Small depressions and pits are not mapped

In areas where there is very little rock, then small features have been mapped. Where a lot of rock exists, then only large features have been mapped.

Scale -  . 1:10,000 with 5m contours for all courses except Orange, Yellow and White where the scale is 1:7500. 

Legend will be provided on White, Yellow and Orange courses only.

No loose legends will be available

Printed on waterproof paper.

Terrain

The area is between 270m and 640m above sea level.  

The lowest bit of the valley is the upper levels of Carboniferous limestone which has some minor crags and is generally close cropped and very runnable – if steep.

This is overlain by the Yoredale Series which are alternating bands of thin limestones (maybe up to 3m thick) shales and sandstones. The Yoredale series has narrow bands of marshy, peaty ground on the regular steps on the hillside.  The under lying shale occasionally form lines of crags as do the larger bands of limestone. The streams will run over the sandstone bands, across the underlying shale before disappearing into minor sink holes in the top of the limestone bands before re-emerging at the base of the limestone. This is repeated down the slope until the streams often disappear completely into the main limestone at the bottom.

Finally at the top is the  Millstone Grit plateau, covered with peat hags, intricate in places, with varying degrees of runnability.

The overall area is primarily runnable.  It is grazed by sheep but is only close cropped in a few areas.   There are significant areas of seasonal marsh, but tussocks, if any, are minor.  

There is only one very small, and easily avoided, bracken patch.  Some pits have nettle and other significant vegetation growth within them.  Controls will be placed to avoid these.  Shorts may be worn, but come prepared for inclement weather, including having full leg cover available.

Walls and Fences   The competition area is bounded on the north side by a fence along the summit ridge.  There is also a fence along part of the east side of the competition area.  All other sides are bounded by walls.    None of these fences or wall should be crossed.   As courses do not cross these, none will have the purple out of bounds underprint.  The sole exception is one fence that has to be crossed towards the end of all courses.  This will have marked crossing points and the out of bounds underprint.  This fence is very flimsy and MUST only be crossed at the marked points.

Black and Brown courses twice cross a stretch of broken wall.  This is maintained in places and should only be crossed at the frequent points where the wall has collapsed.

Orange, Yellow and White courses are planned in an area of walls.  Maintained walls on these courses should only be crossed at gates.  

White & Yellow Courses.   Both follow walls rather than paths in places.  

Yellow has a control on the outside of a fence surrounding a very deep pot hole.  The fence will be taped with Yellow and Black tape.  Under no circumstances should this fence be crossed. 

Starts and Finish

There are two Starts, High and Low. One Finish.
The route to the High Start passes the Low Start.

The Low Start is 600m walk from the bridge over the Wharfe, 85m climb.

The High Start is 1.1k walk from the bridge over the Wharfe, 175m climb.

Vehicles will be parked up to 400m to the east and west of the bridge.

Low Start for Orange, Yellow and White.

High Start for all other courses.

The Finish is close to the Bridge and you will pass it on the way to the Starts.

Download will be very close to the Finish. Don't forget to download.
A punching start will be used for all courses. When you are ready, please go to the correct start where you can join the queue for your course. Please try to ensure there is a minimum 4 min gap to competitors from the same club on the same course. Ensure you pick up the correct map.

Control descriptions

Will be on the map. Loose descriptions available on waterproof paper at the Starts. All courses will have pictorial descriptions, white and yellow will additionally have English.

Safety
Orienteering is an adventure sport.  Competitors take part at their own risk and are responsible for their own safety. 

The area is high and exposed.  Come prepared for all weather conditions.

The safety bearing is south, and, if followed to a boundary wall, this should then be followed and not crossed until it descends to the Finish at Yockenthwaite Hamlet.
Dangerous crags are marked on the map with the tagged impassable crag symbol and should be avoided, particularly in descent.
The area is between 270m and 640m above sea level and is very exposed to westerly winds. In the event of bad weather, cagoules may be compulsory. Please carry a whistle with you in any case to use if you are injured.

No water will be provided at the event, so please bring your own and in warm weather make sure you are adequately hydrated before starting your course or carry some with you.

If you discover someone injured who cannot walk report their location and condition to either of the Starts or to any of the volunteer helpers near Download tent. 

The nearest A&E department is at Airedale Hospital in Steeton about 60mins drive – postcode BD20 6TD. Emergencies should dial 999, but notify the organiser. Please note that mobile phone reception is very poor.
Everyone who starts must report to download even if they do not finish avoiding unnecessary search parties.  If you are traveling on your own you may leave your car keys with Registration as a further check that you have returned safely.

Members of the public or cyclists may be encountered on public footpaths or bridleways. Please be courteous.
